Mini-Unit Prompting Questions (that lead to a larger plan…)
Stage 1:

Describe the content of your unit – what exactly do you want students to learn?

Describe the essential language elements of your unit – what vocabulary, writing structures and oral skills do you want students to learn?
Stage 2:

What’s the final product of your unit? Does it reflect “synthesis” of the content and language, and require that students work together to present their learning? 

What are the smaller tasks that lead up to the final product? How will students collaborate to complete those tasks?

When you think about the final product, what are the essential grammar components that should definitely be reviewed with your students? 

Stage 3:

As you go through the unit, what activities can you check/give specific feedback on so students know how they are doing before the final product?

What visual support will you use to help students learn the content and language? (pictures? videos? websites? graphic organizers?)

Describe how you will incorporate each of the six scaffolds into your unit.
